3. Please report to the hall by 2.00 pm for the Principal’s address and other administrative 

announcements. You may enter the college from 1.00 pm and register your attendance via 
the Facial Recognition System (FRS).  
 
Do note that accompanying parents/relatives/guardians will need to register at the guard 
post. 

 
4. If you are unwell, you may access your results online via SEAB’s Candidates Portal 

(www.seab.gov.sg) from 3.15 pm on 27 February 2026 (Friday) to 11.00 pm on 13 March 
2026 (Friday).  School candidates who are eligible for SingPass may use their SingPass 
account to access the portal. International students will receive their system-generated 
username via their NYJC email from 25 February 2026 (Wednesday). 

 
5. If you are unable to come to the college and wish to authorise a proxy to collect your results, 

the proxy may do so only with a duly completed and signed Authorisation Form, which 
can be found in the attachment. The proxy must bring: 

 
a. The completed Authorisation Form; and 
b. His/her identification card for verification. 
The proxy may collect the results and certificates after the Principal’s address and 
administrative announcements.
